Background:

The college has been organising a series of Seminars/ Conferences/ Workshops on
various topics to motivate students. One such motivational session for girl students and women
employees was organised by Women’s grievance redressal committee which was held on 18th
December, 2021.

2. Aims & Objectives of the session

¢ To create awareness about the role and responsibility of committee among students,
staff.

e To create awareness about POCSO Act.

e Cyber Crime, Competitive Exams.

Under the guidance of Principal, Dr. Lalsingh Khalsa program was held and in this
motivational session PSI, Kanchan Uikey, Police Station Armori was guest and she motivated
the students on various topics like cyber-Crime, Competitive Exam, POCSO Act, advantages
and disadvantages of mobile phone.

1. Cyber-crime:

She said that the cyber-crime is a criminal activity that either targets or uses a
computer, a computer network or a network device and explained various types in details
such as security hacker, pishing, cyberstalking, Email and internet fraud, theft of financial or
card payment data etc.

2. Competitive exam:

Guided about the various categories of competitive exam like civil services
examination, said that the civil services examination is a national wide competitive
examination in India, UPSC, MPSC examination is conducted in three phases preliminary
exam, main exam and interview. She also talked about the various important books, names of
author of books which are required for the competitive exam.

3. Use and Misusc of Mobile Phone:

She told that today, inventions and mobile phone has become a great achievement in this
respect, however there are some fruitfulness of mobile and drawbacks too, and said that while
using mobile you should know what is good and what is bad for you.




4. POCSO Act, 2012:

By giving live examples, she explained the POCSO Act (Protection of Children from
Sexual Offences), Said, an Act is to protect children from offences of sexual assault, sexual
harassment.

She asserted that college girls should not be safe only by physically fit, but also have
sense of self-reliant mentality, simultaneously academic competence should be built. Girls
are being deceived by giving attractive advertisements for online shopping, film auditions, so
the students should beware of the temptation of such false advertisements.

Vaccinations are given for six deadly diseases namely tuberculosis, polio, whooping cough, tetanus, |

measles and mumps.

Regular health check-up is done for children of the age group of 0 to 6 years, pregnant and
lactating mothers at the same time they are getting the benefit of services like vaccination, health education
cte.

3. Sent for treatment.
Sick or severely malnourished children are referred to a health centre for immediate medical
attention.
4. Nutrition and health
Nutrition and health education is provided to women that they should be able to take care of
themselves and their children. As well as, supplementary diet, vitamin 'A°, iron-folic acid is distributed.

In this way, various benefits of Anganwadi were explained by Behare Madam. The
students asked some questions and their questions were answered satis torily by Behere Madam and she
appealed to the students to work in this field through various ways.
