BACKGROUND

Over the last two years, the multiple and overlapping crises that have rocked the world
have had a devastating impact on people living with and affected by HIV, and they have
knocked back the global response to the AIDS pandemic. Together, world leaders can end
AIDS by 2030 as promised, but we need to be frank: that promise and the AIDS response
are in danger. Faltering progress meant that approximately 1.5 million new HIV infections
occurred last year—more than 1 million more than the global targets. In too many
countries and for too many communities, we now see rising numbers of new HIV
infections when we needed to see rapid declines. We can turn this around, but in this
emergency, the only safe response is to be bold. We can only prevail together, worldwide.
Marked inequalities, within and between countries, are stalling progress in the HIV
response, and HIV is further widening those inequalities. The theme of this year’s World
AIDS Day is “Equalize” which sought to highlight ongoing inequalities holding back the
end of HIV/AIDS.

On 1 December 2022, WHO is calling on global leaders and citizens to rally to confront the
inequalities that drive AIDS and to reach people who are currently not receiving essential HIV
services. On this occasion, Mahatma Gandhi Arts, Science and Late N. P. Commerce college
Armori, Red Ribbon Club (NSS), Department of Microbiology and Mahila Vikas and Suraksha
Samiti organized “World AIDS DAY-2022 awareness program”.

THE OBJECTIVE OF THE AIDS DAY
To spread awareness about the status of the pandemic and encourage progress in

HIV/AIDS prevention, treatment and care around the world.

Experts

To be aware of HIV/ AIDS, its impact, management and availability of support systems, Miss
Gauri Salave from HIV Department Sub-district Government Hospital, Armori interacts with
students about how to detect HIV at an early stage. Later, she also said that due to the lack of
knowledge, people transmit this infection from one person to another, and that’s why HIV/AIDS
infections are pandemics up to date. She gave the knowledge of prolonged treatment of HIV/AIDS
and all government facilities. Later, Mr. Wasnik, Counselor HIV Department Sub-district
Government Hospital, Armori, talked about the counseling process with the infected patient and all
legal processes to check HIV/AIDS. Similarly, the name of HIVV/AIDS-infected patients does not
disclose in the community because of inequality.
